If You Get Stuck In The Snow: 
1. Do not spin your wheels.  This will  only 

dig  you in deeper, 

2. Turn your wheels from side to side a     

few times to push snow out of the way. 

3. Use a light touch on the gas pedal, to 

ease your car out. 

4. Use a shovel to clear snow away from   

the wheels and the underside of the car.  

5. Pour sand, kitty litter, gravel or salt in   

the path of the wheels, to help get traction. 

If you Become Stranded: 
1. Do not leave your car unless you know exactly where you are, how far it is to 

help, and are certain you will improve your situation. 

2. To attract attention, light two flares and place one at each of the car a safe    

distance away.  Hang a bright colored cloth from your antenna. 

3. If you are sure the carõs exhaust pipe is not blocked, run the engine and heater 

for about 10 minutes every hour depending on the amount of gas in the tank. 

4. To protect you from frostbite and hypothermia use the woolen items and        

blankets to keep warm. 

5. Keep at least one window open slightly.  Heavy snow and ice can seal a car shut.

The manufacturer claims that my vehicle wonõt need                    
a tune -up for 100,000 miles!  Is this true, or should I be            

addressing things more frequently than that?   

     While it is true that advances in technology and materials have made vehicles more reliable 
than ever before, you should be cautious of the idea that little or no service is required to     
maintain your vehicle. Ask yourself this: ñWho is making that claim?ò Answer: Itôs the very     
people who would like nothing more than to sell you another brand -new vehicle in as short a  
period of time as possible!  Consider a typical tune-up item such as the replacement of your    
engineôs spark plugs. After just 30,000 miles of driving, an average spark plug has fired 60-80 
million times. Each time it sparks, a tiny bit of the electrode wears off, which increases the     
distance the spark must jumpðthus the energy it takes to make the jump. In years past, as your 
spark plugs wore out, you knew it was time for a tune -up because your engine became harder   
to start in the morning and performance was  increasingly sluggish.  With todayôs computer-
controlled engines your spark plugs still wear out, but the ignition system automatically         
compensates for it by pumping more juice through the system. These higher voltages place    
additional stress on every other ignition component. After 100,000 miles, the spark plugs (if you 
can even get them out of the engine) are so worn out that damage to other ignition parts may 
also have occurred;  yet, you wonôt have sensed any deterioration in engine performance during 
all that timeðthus the marketing claim of 100,000 mile tune -ups!   

     Fact:  Unless you plan to buy a new vehicle every 100,000 miles, plan instead for regular,      
systematic, maintenance.  Replacing items subject to wear i.e. tires, spark plugs, brakes, just to 
name a few is an inexpensive way to maximize the value of a BIG investment.
